Skutt has adopted a sister school in Guatemala in the city
of San Miguel Acats8n. The school I's call e
Dianna Ortiz. It's a new, private Catholic elementary school that can use every bit of
help you're willing to offer. The school was named after Sister Dianna Ortiz, an Ameri-
can nun who spent a significant portion of her life in Guatemala as a missionary,
where she was kidnapped and brutally tortured. Sr. Dianna's memoir, The Blindfold's
Eyes, tells the story of her time in Guatemala. The book is available to anyone who
would want to read it, and Mrs. Lenz would gladly lend out her copy of it like she did
for me. The book is a chilling true story of Sr. Dianna's struggle to expose the truth
about what happened to her. After being abducted and tortured and escaping, her
fight to get people to believe what had happened was equally as horrifying. The book
may be difficult to read at times, but it is well worth your time to learn the amazing
struggle Sr. Dianna went through. Now, she works at a Catholic peace organization
and often speaks about her experience in Guatemala. She's a great advocate for jus-
tice, and specifically sends us her greetings today as well as a signed copy of her
book for our school. The least we can do is help out our sister school nhamed after Sr.
Dianna. Our upcoming charity dress day on Friday, December 3rd is entirely for our
sister school. I'm here today to tell you that it is definitely a worthy
cause - a cause worth more than the required $1.
